





6. In view of the above, it is brought to the notice of all concerned that
Notaries appointed under the Notaries Act, 1952 should desist themselves
from executing marriage or divorce deeds as they are not appointed as

Marriage Officers. Such actions on their part are against the extant law. Any
omission or commission of the Notaries Act, 1952 or the Notaries Rules, 1956
in this regard on the part of any Notary will tantamount to misconduct and
action will accordingly be taken against such Notary in accordance with the
provisions contained in Notaries Act, 1952 and Notaries Rules, 1956.
